‘Rain Tax’ exemption becomes law!

Following concerted campaigning by the Don’tDrainUs coalition, a new law was given Royal Assent on 8 April.  This will spare large numbers of charity and amateur sports premises from the threatened Rain Tax, whereby water charges were going to be based on the area of roofs, car parks and other hard surfaces.
This concession, given by Parliament, sits alongside two key concessions which the County Council has granted to community buildings in recent times: discretionary rates relief, and exemption from collection charges on general and recyclable waste.
 
Age UK
On 1 April 2010, Age Concern England and Help the Aged merged to form one new national charity called Age UK. The merger was between the two national charities only, and did not include local Age Concerns so Age Concern Northumberland (ACN) will carry on as an independent local charity. At ACN they are working with Age UK with a view to becoming a brand partner and in due course sharing the new name and brand at the same time as retaining their own local identity.
