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Distribution of Inserts and Acceptance of Articles for Publication.

Community Action issues a quarterly hard copy newspaper containing information and news items relevant to community groups and voluntary organisations in Northumberland. 

It is an eight page, tabloid size publication with a print run of 1800. The paper is distributed by a variety of sources. There is direct mailing to:

213 village halls

155 parish councils 

273 voluntary groups and community organisations.
The remaining copies are distributed through agencies such as:

Age Concern; County Library services;  Northumberland County Council;

The various Parish and Town Councils;  Associate Members;

The Press

This ensures a good cross section of the community having access to the paper and in particular ensures that many of the community leaders in the county are kept up to date with developments of relevance to the communities in Northumberland.

Community Action are pleased to accept unsolicited material but reserves the right not to publish any article considered not appropriate or likely to cause offence. 

Similarly relevant inserts for the paper are accepted but CAN reserves the right not to distribute material which they consider to be offensive or not to the benefit of the rural communities whom they serve. 

Current basic charges are 30p an insert provided that the insert does not take the mailing into the next postage band whereupon the charge would be adjusted according to the increased cost of postage. CAN would therefore need a copy of the insertion before they can agree to its distribution and advise on the cost.

CAN would suggest that the most cost effective use of the distribution service by voluntary and charitable organisations is to target the village halls, parish councils and voluntary organisations either on whole (say 660 mails) or specifically identifying one or more of these groups.

Distribution other than by our regular mailings

Community Action Northumberland would advise community groups to use our regular distribution service as the most cost effective way of distributing flyers, leaflets, brochures etc to village halls, Parish Councils and other community organisations.

However if you can not wait for one of the bi monthly mailings we will be happy to do a bespoke mailing for you which will be charged according to the following formula:

3 p for Cost of label             3p

7 p for Cost of envelope      7p

Actual cost of postage

Plus labour costs of 20% of above

(Thus if weight of material distributed were within a 36p postage band the cost for 100 items would be £55.20 and £61.20 within the 41p postage band.)
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
